Following his discharge from the Austin Hospital Spinal Unit James has begun a long process of rehabili-
tation at the Royal Talbot Rehabilitation Centre in Kew and is likely to be there for the next three months
whilst he prepares himself for life in a wheelchair.

Your support will assist in obtaining proper specialist medical care and equipment which the Board hopes
will not only benefit James but will discover treatment which will be of benefit to all who suffer spinal inju-

ries.
James, a third year physiotherapy student at Charles Sturt University, is 21 years of age. His family are

dairy farmers from Nanneela, near Rochester in Victoria.
